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                  Chalet Eiger – Grindelwald

This luxurious chalet was completed in the summer of 2004.  The chalet is south facing with large balconies / terrace areas to the south & west.  Stunning views of the Wetterhorn & the world-famous north face of the Eiger.

The apartment is 113m2, sleeps 6 and is on two floors.  The ground floor consists of 1 large double bedroom, separate shower room with toilet.  Fully equipped kitchen, open plan dining / living area with patio doors to a large south & west facing balcony.  Cable TV, DVD, CD Player.
The lower ground floor consists of 1 double bedroom with patio doors to the terrace, 1 bedroom with 2 single beds with patio doors to the terrace & a separate bathroom with large bath/shower & double sinks.  The apartment has under floor heating.  There is a washing machine / tumble dryer in the cellar.  The large ski room is shared with the apartment above.

The Männlichen gondola can be seen from the apartment.  Ski bus stop Alfa (operating at peak times) is at the top of the drive.  
Grindelwald in General

Situated 1034 – 3454 metres above sea level
The glacier village of Grindelwald is surrounded by fantastic scenery dominated by the ice capped peaks of the mighty Wetterhorn, Schreckhorn, Eiger, Mönch and Jungfrau.  This amazing area offers family fun, superb skiing and hiking.  Top events are the Lauberhorn World Cup Ski Races and the Jungfrau Marathon.
Travel
Airports: Bern 70 km, Basel 175 km, Zurich 195 km, Geneva 205 km.  
(Zurich and Geneva airports have train stations which link to Grindelwald)
By train: With international trains to Interlaken Ost.  Connect to the Berner Oberland Bahn (BOB) to reach Grindelwald
By car:  From Bern, Basel, Zurich & Geneva on motorways to Interlaken & on a well built main road to Grindelwald.

Skiing & Snowboarding

Grindelwald belongs to the Jungfrau-Top-Ski-Region with over 200 km of slopes and 50 cable cars or ski lifts.

Nursery Slopes ‘Bodmi’
Just above the village, reachable by bus, 2 ski lifts, and 1 ski lift for children.
First (2501 metres)
6 seat Gondolas.  6 lifts, 50 km of slopes down to the centre of the village.  
Half pipe for snowboarders.

Kleine Scheidegg / Männlichen (2472 metres)

Cog railway from Grindelwald village & Grund station up to Kleine Scheidegg.  Gondolas from Grund to Männlichen.  22 cable cars or lifts, 100km of slopes.  Ski into Wengen & back down to Grund.
Mürren 

For a day excursion take the train to Mürren to ski on the highest altitude ski resort in the Bernese Oberland.  Visit the 360-degree revolving restaurant on the Schilthorn for panoramic views of the Eiger, Mönch and Jungfrau.
Evening fun on skis
Different dates during the winter season moonlight ski descents with torches.

Tobogganing

Grindelwald is a fun place for tobogganing with a total of 19 km of runs: Faulhorn – Bussalp, Bussalp – Grindelwald, Bort – Grindelwald.  
Take an evening trip to Bussalp with a fondue meal before setting off.

Cross-country skiing  
Grindelwald offers 30-35 km of tracks.

Rent of ski and snowboard equipment is available at all of the sport shops.

Swiss Ski and Snowboard School Grindelwald
Offering group or private lessons for beginners & experts. 

Ski bus
Free with your guest card or ski pass.  Timetables available at the tourist office.

Winter Hiking
80 km of prepared winter hiking paths.  The hiking trip First – Faulhorn – Bussalp is a must for winter hikers.

Skating  
Indoor ice-rink in the sport centre and natural ice-rink on the Bärplatz.
Summer Activities
The mountaineering centre offers something for everybody:

For the hiker
Guided and organised mountain and glacier hikes from 1-7 days around the valley of Grindelwald, around the Jungfrau and on the Aletschgletscher down to Locarno.

Climbing / Instructions for rock & ice
For beginners and advanced, courses of 1 day, a weekend or a full week around the mountain huts Gleckstein and Schreckhorn.

Mountain experiences for the whole family
GRIWAKI-programme for children, easy hikes.

Tennis
6 sand-courts at the public facility ‘Mettenberg’ with tennis school.

Golf
Golfpark near Mettenberg

Waterfun – Swimming
Open-air swimming pool ‘Hellbach’ is open from the end of June till August and invites you to sunbathe in front of the unique mountain range.  Weekly grill party.  Indoor swimming pool at the sports centre.

Mountain bike arena
160 km of marked mountain bike routes in 3 different classes of difficulties.

Excursions
Jungfraujoch ‘Top of Europe’

The highest railway station in Europe is reached by cog railway via Kleine Scheidegg.  Places of Interest:  to the south view onto the 22km glacier Aletschgletscher, terrace of the Sphinx with a panorama onto the exceptional glacierworld, ice-palace, alpine research exhibition, sledge-ride with Husky dogs.
Kleine Scheidegg

Reached in 40 minutes from Grindelwald with the Wengernalbahn (WAB).  Impressive panorama of mountain peaks with Eiger (north face), Mönch and Jungfrau.  Big hiking area.

First

The 6 seater gondolas bring you via Bort & Grindel to the sunny terrace of First.  Far reaching network of hiking paths to both the neighbouring areas Bussalp and Grosse Scheidegg.  In a one hour walk you reach the idyllic Bachalpsee (small mountain lake) on the way to the top of Faulhorn.

Bussalp / Grosse Scheidegg

By bus you are driven to both of these vantage points where anyone can choose from various possibilities for hiking or in the wintertime sledging.

Pfingstegg

A short ride on the cable car to the starting point for unforgettable hiking tours to the lower and upper glaciers of Grindelwald.  Stone / rock paradise (educational path).  In the summer there is a toboggan slide.  From the sunny terrace of the restaurant you can enjoy a unique view onto the entire village of Grindelwald.

Schilthorn

With the longest cable car travel from Stechelberg to the top of the Schilthorn with its revolving restaurant ‘Piz Gloria’ made world famous by the James Bond film ‘On Her Majesty’s Secret Service’.
